The 3Ks – children, church 
and kitchen – the values 
women were expected to 
follow in Nazi Germany.

Hitler Youth Group that children had 
to attend where they 
would learn to be a Nazi 
and soldier.

Police State A society that controls its 
population using 
intimidation and terror

Indoctrinate Brainwash – to repeat 
messages and make you 
think one way is correct.

Dolschtoss ’Stab in the back’ – the 
German people felt like 
this after the Treat of 
Versailles was signed.

Trade Unions A group that fights for the 
rights of workers e.g. 
working hours
